Prerequisites:

Course Description:  Human Anatomy introduces the student to the structures of the human body and the relationship of the structures to each other, using a regional approach of study, and provides information on the connection of structure and function. This course will greatly prepare the student who plans to take anatomy in any of the number of graduate health professions programs.

1. Acquire working knowledge of anatomical terminology.

2. Learn anatomical structures comprising tissues and organ systems of the human body.
3. Learn the relationship of the structures to one another. 
4. Learn the basic functions of the tissues and organs.
